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Discussion Question #1: Arts Programming

Arts within STEAM

e The arts are part of a robust STEAM program, including science, technology, engineering,
arts, and mathematics woven throughout the school.

e STEAM schools must have at least one artistic discipline, and must provide access to
arts education for 100% of students at an average of 120+ minutes per week, as outlined in
the STEAM Standards for Success.

e Itis up to each STEAM school to determine at the local level which artistic discipline(s) are
right for their school based on. programmatic vision and community and student interest

e Within all artistic disciplines, students engage in the four artistic processes: creating,
performing/producing/presenting, responding, and connecting.
